WORDS OF THE HOLY FATHER 

Fear is one of the most terrible enemies 

of our Christian life. Jesus exhorts: 

“have no fear”, “fear not”. And Jesus 

describes three tangible situations that 

they will find themselves facing. First and foremost the hostility of 

those who would like to stifle the Word of God, by sugar-coating it, 

watering it down, or by silencing those who proclaim it. (…) The 

second difficulty that Christ’s missionaries will encounter is the 

physical threat against them, that is, direct persecution of them 

personally, to the point of being killed. This prophesy by Jesus is 

realized in every age: it is a painful reality, but it attests to the faith-

fulness of witnesses. How many Christians are persecuted even 

today throughout the world! They suffer for the Gospel with love, 

they are martyrs of our days. (…) The third type of test that the 

Apostles will have to face, the sensation, which some may feel, 

that God himself has abandoned them, remaining distant and si-

lent. Here too, Jesus exhorts them not to fear, because even while 

experiencing these and other pitfalls, the life of disciples lies firmly 

in the hands of God who loves us and looks after us.
